3. Banquet date for 2012

Aprill4th is the date chosen, if the Inn has this
date available.

4. Entertainment for 2012

Beverly has heard a group called Parcel of
Rogues that was quite good, and the Bell family
was another suggestion. We will check on prices
and availability. It was also suggested that we ask
the membership what sort of entertainment they
would like to see/hear.

5. Tent Supplies

All tent holders feel their supplies are sufficient at
this time. Sue will look into purchasing copies of
Mary Duncans’ latest book to add to our tent sales
supplies. Scott would like to try to design and sell
clan t-shirts from his tent this summer to see if
they would sell well - a possible item for all of our
tents if sales are good.

6. Also mentioned was the suggestion from our
International Vice Chairperson, Christy Lange, that all
branches make donations to Scotland to help support
the Society. No decision was made at this meeting.

7. The council also asked for ideas about getting more
members to come to the Annual Meeting and/or the
Annual Dinner. One suggestion was to include another
clan. This is another question to share with the
membership.

Annual Secretary’s Report
April 2, 2011

Membership:

In December 2010 we had 168 members, including the 14
Games Special members who signed up at the various Games
events where Clan Donnachaidh was represented. So far, in
2011, 113 people have renewed their memberships. Two of this
number were from the previously mentioned Games Special
members. In 2010, 19 of our members also paid for Scotland
memberships. So far in 2011, 43 members have paid Scotland
dues. Final reminder notices will be sent at the end of April.

Council Meetings:

Council met April 17, just before the Annual Meeting.
The Games for 2010 were discussed and members signed up
for those games they could attend. Also discussed was the
scholarship program. It was decided to choose a smaller Games
to give a $100 scholarship for Scottish Arts, in addition to the
$500 for the NH Highland Games.

On November 6, the Council met at Beverly Duncan’s
(Thanks again, Beverly!). Nominations for officers were made
and Games results, the Scholarship Program and collecting
dues again for Scotland were discussed. For the 2011 year, it
was decided to divide the $600 of scholarship money slightly
differently. $300 will go to the NH Games, and three $100
scholarships will go to three of the smaller Games. It was also
agreed to collect dues for Scotland as they have reduced
membership dues from $40 to $25. We will ask for $27: $25
for dues and $2 to cover the transaction fee.

Summary of 2010 Events:

At last year’s Clan Meeting and Dinner, 34 members
gathered at the Wachusett Village Inn to meet, vote, and visit,
then eat the delicious meal prepared by the Inn and be
entertained — by Guy Sheldon with his Address to a Haggis; by
Dave Duncan auctioneering the delightful donations; and by the
Dram Boys singing and playing Scottish and Celtic favorites.

We had 17 Scottish Games and Festivals on our summer
itinerary and we were represented at 15 of those events by
many of our devoted members who set up and man our
information tents. Tent master reports for these events were
published in our quarterly newsletter, Donnachaidh Doings, as
they occurred. Scholarships were presented at two games last
summer. A $100 scholarship was won by 11 year old Highland
dancer, Madelynne Cable at the Glasgow Lands Scottish
Festival in July, then in September at the New Hampshire
Highland Games at Loon Mountain, $500 was divided evenly
between 12 year old Junior Piper of the Games, Cameron
MclIntosh and Junior Drummer of the Games, Campbell
Webster. All three young people were very appreciative of their
awards.

The 2011 Annual Meeting was called to order at 4:10pm by
President Herb Dobbins. A sign-in sheet was passed. Other
officers present: VP Doug Newton, Secretary Sue Newton and
Treasurer Mary Ann Dobbins. State Representatives present:
MA — Beverly Duncan, ME — Richard Duncanson, and CT —
Scott Duncan.

The minutes of the 2010 Annual meeting previously
printed in the newsletter, Donnachaidh Doings, were accepted
as published. The year end treasurer’s and secretary’s reports
were read, discussed and accepted without correction.

Highlights of the Games reports from the State
Representatives were as follows: Scott noticed lighter
attendance and less traffic at the clan tents. Beverly had the
tent destroyed at Altamont by strong winds. Richard reported
that the Moncton, Canada Games were poorly attended, and
there was no Clan Village at Antigonish. Herb mentioned the
new location for the Maine Games and remarked on how much
more smoothly the scholarship disbursement went in 2010 at

Loon than in 2009. Doug discussed our visit to the Fort
Ticonderoga Scottish Festival.

Herb reviewed the highlights of our Council Meeting
including the fact that we have had over $700 in donations for
our Scholarship Fund. Thank you everyone who contributed!
He listed the Games where our scholarship money will be
disbursed in 2011.

Sue read the Newsletter Report from Joan Young.

Ballots had been counted and the new officers were
announced: Doug Newton is our President and Richard
Duncanson our Vice President. The only other change is the
resignation of Henry Reid as State Representative for Rhode
Island. Currently RI has no representative.

A motion was passed to have the Secretary cast one vote
for the slate of officers. So done.

A sign-up sheet was passed to the members listing the
Games we plan to attend this year in hopes of getting some
volunteers to help the tent masters. Thanks to all of you who
responded last year. Help at the tents is always welcome!

New Business: It was explained that our intake for the
Annual Meeting and Dinner did not cover the expense of the
event and members were asked for ideas that might encourage
more people to attend. We do not want to have to raise the
price. Some of the ideas were as follows:

‘I Want You’ figure of Stout Duncan instead of
the Clan badge.

Fire at Blair Castle

The swift action of the emergency services to a fire at Blair
Castle on March 10th averted a near catastrophe. Flames were
spotted rising from the clock tower at the South End of the
castle at around 8.45pm where a chimney fire had broken out
above the castle’s wood chip boiler. Thankfully the castle was
empty at the time and the few residents were quickly evacuated.
Fears that the fire would spread to the rest of the castle failed to
materialize and fire fighters had fully extinguished the blaze by
10pm.

The fire gutted the interior of the Clock Tower and its late
nineteenth century roof was completely destroyed by the
flames. The fire also severed the main power supply to the
castle offices.

We look forward to restoring the clock tower as quickly as
possible and we will keep all our visitors informed as work
progresses. We are very thankful to the fire department, police
and estate staff for their dedication and quick action in
controlling and limiting the extent of the fire.

Thankfully all 30 rooms on public display were untouched
by the blaze and all artifacts and exhibits were unharmed. We
are delighted to report that Blair Castle will be open as normal
to visitors on Saturday, March 12.

What a shame it would be to lose this fine historic castle
located in our Clan Country!

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Scholarship Program Update

We are gearing up for the third year of our scholarship
program. Last year, three young Scottish Arts students-a piper,
a drummer and a dancer shared $600 in scholarship money. At
the October Council meeting it was decided to re-allocate the
awards slightly in order to support as many games as possible.
The awards are to be divided as follows: $300 - New
Hampshire Highland Games, $100 - Quechee Scottish Festival
(Vermont), $100 - Glasgow Lands Scottish Festival
(Massachusetts) and $100 - Maine Highland Games. As part of
the membership renewal form members were given the
opportunity to contribute directly to the fund. The response
was unexpected and overwhelming. Thirty-four members and/
or families contributed just over $700 to the fund. This figure
represents 30% of our current members making donations. As
a result of the fantastic response, the council voted to add
another event to the list. Since we want to encourage smaller,
newer games to continue we added $100 to the Cape Cod
Scottish Festival to the list. Thanks to the generosity of you all,
Clan Donnachaidh, Northeast Branch will support 6 young
students in music and dancing this year. Kudos to all who
contributed!

Tartan Day Parade
New York City
April 4, 2011

Just as Clan Donnachaidh territory is right in the heartland
of Scotland, the Clan Donnachaidh Society participants in this
year's Tartan Day parade in New York City were right in the
heart of the festivities - participant group 75 of about 165
groups. A group

In fact, this year the parade organizers had a
costume contest for the best-dressed female dog and best-
dressed male dog, as well - you haven't seen anything until
you've seen a Scottie in a doggie kilt! As usual, Clan
Donnachaidh Society was well represented in the parade and
proudly bore the banner (and flag) up Avenue of the Americas.
Members Lee Martins, John Reid, Scott Duncan and Michael
Reid were joined by Middle-States Branch member Thomas
Robertson, along with his son, daughter and father; while a few
Clan members
(from the
Branch and
from Scotland)
marched with
other groups,
but made
themselves
known to our
group as the
parade was
forming. We
were blessed
with a clear
sky, mild spring
weather and crowds lining the avenue at some parts 3-4 deep.
In short, a very successful day, and a beautiful parade. Thanks
to all who participated, and to the rest of you - we'll hope to see
you marching with us in 2012 (and be sure to start the day with
the Kirking of the Tartan service - which moves from church to
church as the years go by) - check with NY Representative,
Michael Reid (MAReidNYC@aol.com) for details on the 2012
parade, Kirking service and other Tartan Week events, which
range from the religious services to fashion shows to a 5K run
to parties to charitable benefits to whatever the committee
brings us next year!
